Rule 9 (1) Except in cases covered by sub-rule
(3) of Rule 13, the license of a factory may be
renewed by the Inspector for Ten calendar years
at a time, except the factories carrying on
hazardous processes or covered under U.P.
Factories (Control of Industrial Major Accident
Hazards) Rules, 1996 which may be renewed
for every calendar year at a time, on payment of
requisite fee specified in the Schedule under
Rule 7.

Provided that if the application for renewal is not
received within the time specified in sub-rule(2)
the license shall be renewed only on payment of
a fifty percent in excess of the fee ordinarily
payable for the renewal of the license:

Provided further that the State Government may
by general or special order extend the time for
presentation of application for renewal of a
license.

(2) Every application for the renewal of license
shall be sent in Form 4-B in triplicate so as to
reach the office of the concerned officer on or
before thirty first day of October and if the
application is so made, the premises shall be
held to the duly licensed until such date as the
Inspector renews the license.
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Rule-9 (1) Except in cases covered by sub-
rule (3) of Rule 13, the license of a factory
may be renewed by the concerned Inspector/
sub inspector up to Ten calendar years at a
time on payment of requisite fee specified in
the Schedule under Rule 7 subject to below
conditions

In case of renewal, requisite fee will be
10 times of fees applicable in the year of
application.

(i) For General category Factories may be
renewed for such a period provided
inspection reports by department or audit
report by third party auditors recognized as
such by the Chief Inspector is submitted
online in the department once in two years.

(ii) For 2cb and MAH categories Factories
may be renewed for such a period provided
inspection reports by department or audit
report by third party auditors recognized as
such by the Chief Inspector is submitted
online in the department once in a year.

Provided that if the application for renewal
is not received within the time specified in
sub-rule(2) the license shall be renewed only
on payment of a 50% in excess of the fee
ordinarily payable for the renewal of the
license:

Provided further that the State Government
may by general or special order extend the
time for presentation of application for
renewal of a license.

(2) Every application for the renewal of
license shall be submitted online in Form 4-
B so as to reach the office of the concerned
officer on or By the 31st October of the year
concerned and if the application is so made,
then the factory premises shall be held to be
duly licensed till the date upto which
application is renewed.
